In April 1994, the letters CH and LL were eliminated from the Spanish alphabet. This was done to
help computer standardization. No spelling or pronunciation has changed. All that happens is that
the words will be found in a different spot in the Spanish dictionary. Instead of a separate CH
category found after all of the words starting with C, the CH words will be put in alphabetical order
within the C words. It is the same for the words that begin with LL. They will be found in the L
category. The Spanish alphabet still recognizes the RR and N as separate letters.
